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During STCM (School of Transcultural Mission), MBTS organized week-
long theological society meetings in Chinese, English and Malay
respectively. The theme of the meetings this year was “Ecclesiology”. In
modern society, constantly emerging new media and new technologies are
impacting the church. As aresult, today's church faces many challenges, like
adapting to new technology, experimenting with new ministry platforms or
approaches, and even new forms of theological heresies that may threaten
the very nature of the gospel. MBTS utilized the society meetings to help
students and church leaders to make academic reflection on ecclesiology in
the context of modern society. Our plenary speakers for the different groups
were Dr Ooi Hio-kee (Chinese) and Dr Mikko Sivonen (English). Across the
three meetings in different languages, more than 40 students, ranging from
undergraduates to PhD students, presented their research and academic
papers on Dogmatic Theology, Biblical Theology, Biblical Interpretation,
Missiology and Pastoral Studies. Lastly, there were discussions of academic
research where several lecturers shared their respective research processes.

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The Chinese Mission Conference was held on our campus on June 6-8, 2023, with about 100
participants who came to discuss the ministry of the Chinese mission in the post-epidemic era. The
conference speakers analyzed the development of the Chinese ministry, gave reminders and
suggestions, and encouraged the participants to connect at different levels to build up the body of
Christ. Speakers at the seminar included Rev. Ross Paterson from Antioch Missions, Rev. David
Doong of the Chinese Coordination Centre of World Evangelism (CCCOWE) and Dr. John Ong of our
seminary. Participants had the opportunity to hear different testimonies, sharing from international
organizations, visit Georgetown, and have a meeting at St. George's Church.
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A {ToRY To TELL To THE NATIONS

Dr. John Ong has served as the voluntary
Executive Director of Trans-World Chinese Baptist
Mission since 1998. The Chinese Baptist conventions
in different countries come together to promote the
work of mission together; the conventions are from
Singapore, Malaysia, Taiwan, Macau, Hong Kong,
Thailand, Myanmar, the United States, and Canada, as
well as participants from the Europe, New Zealand,
Australia, Brazil and other countries. By God's grace,
TWCBM held its 10th conference in Rayong, Thailand,
on August 22-24 this year after the pandemic, with
more than 300 participants. The theme of this
conference was "A Story to Tell to the Nations”, which
mainly emphasized that no matter how the times
change, even disasters cannot stop God's mission
work. The story we preach on to all nations has not
changed, and the power of God through the gospel is
still active to save all who believe. The conference
included a mission revival meeting, Bible study, vision
sharing, workshops, intercession and action plans.
The conference also published a book collecting
articles by several conference speakers and several
mission reports based on different ethnic groups by
students of the Malaysia Baptist Theological
Seminary. Pray that the conventions will join hands
with the participants to fulfill the Great Commission.
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We thank God for leading us through 27 years
of the School of Trans-Cultural Mission, for it
symbolizes the commitment of MBTS to God's
mission! On the evening of 26 July, about 200
people attended the Mission Celebration at the
main campus. The participants came from many
countries—most were co-workers, students, and
short-termers who came for studies during these
two months. The celebration programme
included a Chinese hymn presentation,
Cantonese song with erhu, Western flute, East
Malaysia dance performance, Taiwanese ethnic
minority performance, Pakistani missionary
sharing, and commissioning of short-term
missions teams (to Thailand and Indonesia). All
of these the MBTS family offered as fruits to the
Lord. May the Lord lead us in equipping more
cross-cultural workers. We look forward to seeing
many—more than anyone can count—from every
nation, every tribe, every nation, and every
